Industrial towns often looked like this engraving of London by Gustave Doré. 1872. The houses were built close together and were situated close to the factories because there was no transport and people had to walk to work. 





The older houses had no sewers, fresh water or public toilets. People used water from open pipes and refuse collected in the gutter.
