How useful is the poster source in assessing whether the Mormon settlement of Salt Lake Valley was a success or a failure?
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Answer this question in essay format:

Introduction – Give a brief background to founding of Mormons and why they made decision to move to Salt Lake Valley.

Main Part – This should take the form of an argument or discussion. 

What does the poster tell us.

Is there other evidence to suggest that the information on the poster is accurate.

What does the poster not tell us.

Who may have produced the poster and why.

Why might they not have included other relevant information?

Conclusion – This is where you answer the question. The conclusion should weigh up what you have said in the main part and make a decision that answers the question.

Mark Scheme

Level 1 – Answers take the source at face value and cite examples from the poster. Some background information on the Mormons and the journey west. Some attempt at structured work.

Level 2 – Answers give some background information on the Mormons and journey west. Examples cited on poster are seen as useful and some attempt made to back up with other evidence. Vague attempt at including evidence of failures. Work is beginning to be structured. 

Level 3 – Good description of background information on the Mormons and journey west. Examples cited on poster are discussed with reference to other sources. Examples of failure are given. Answers attempt to assess reliability and usefulness of the poster. Work is structured and conclusion is formulated with regard to evidence given.

Level 4 – Good description of background information on Mormons and reasons given for decision to move west in spite of difficulties to be faced. The usefulness and reliability of the poster is fully discussed and examples on the poster as well as examples from other sources are discussed thoroughly. Conclusion is well formulated from the material discussed within the essay. Work is well structured.
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
